Every second Sunday, Rattle continues to gather a selection of performers from around the country for a series of poetry readings to celebrate the magazine.

This September the Rattle Reading Series presents a blast from the past, with a collection of Los Angeles poets from previous issues of the magazine. What did we publish back then, and what have they been up to lately? We’ve invited three poets from the archives to find out. Paul Suntup’s poem “Olive Oil” appeared in the Summer 2004 issue. Lynne Thompson has appeared in Rattle seven times, making her one of our most frequently published poets. Her most recent contribution was “Antilles. Lesser.” in the summer of 2010. Steve Westbrook’s “Cumberland Gap” also appeared in that issue, and was a semi-finalist for the Rattle Poetry Prize. 

As always, the audience is also encouraged to bring their own poems for an open mic.

Founded in 1994 by Alan Fox, Rattle magazine operates under the simple premise that it doesn’t take a scholar to be moved by the written word—poetry is for everyone. 
Paul Suntup is the author of Sunset at the Temple of Olives. His poetry has appeared in numerous publications including Rattle, Spillway, Artlife, Cider Press Review, ISM and the anthology 180 More: Extraordinary Poems for Every Day. He was born in South Africa and currently resides in Southern California.

Lynne Thompson’s first collection, Beg No Pardon, won the Perugia Press Book Award and the Great Lakes Colleges Association’s New Writers Award. Start with a Small Guitar, her second collection, was published by What Books Press in 2013. Thompson is the recipient of fellowships to the Vermont Studio Center and the Summer Literary Seminars.
Steve Westbrook is an associate professor of English at California State University Fullerton, where he teaches courses in creative writing, composition-rhetoric, and cultural studies. His poems have appeared most recently in Slab, PANK, Rattle, the Los Angeles Review, Literal Latte, Clementine, and Borderline. He is the editor of DASH Literary Journal.
